It’'s best to arrive on the actual start date, as that’s
when most people get in. While there are no
activities on the first day, the group usually meets
up for dinner around 7pm. We also recommend
arriving before 3pm to avoid traffic. If you do
arrive early, we’ll still pick you up from the airport
if you're staying at our accommodation. You can
book and pay for extra nights accommodation in
the Manage My Booking area.

AFTER BALI EXPERIENCE

The Bali Experience 15 Day finishes in Seminyak.
You can choose to stay on longer in Bali or if you
need to get back to the airport then it's a simple
taxi transfer that will take around 1-1.5 hours. The
earliest we recommend booking an onward flight
out of Bali is around 1pm on your final day.

Your group leader will ensure any other local
transport is sorted and you are comfortable with
all parts of your trip and your onward travel.

VISAS

A visa on arrival (VOA) for Bali is available to
citizens of over 90 countries. The VOA can be
obtained upon arrival in Bali and travellers must
provide the relevant documentation as well as
pay the VOA application fee of IDR 500,000 ($35
USD). You will need at least 6 months remaining
validity and 2 blank pages in your passport.

It's also recommended to have onward travel
booked out of Bali before travelling there, as you
may get asked for proof of this before boarding
your flight to Bali. We recommend checking with
your local Indonesian consulate for up to date
visa requirements and costs.

TRAVEL INSURANCE

Travel insurance for Bali is compulsory to join

Bali Experience. Your group leader will ask to see
proof of your cover before your trip begins. You
can organize your travel insurance here.
