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DAY 1- ARRIVE IN JOBURG!

+ JOHANNESBURG Welcome to Johannesburg!
We’ll meet you at the airport and take you to our
accom. You'll have time to relax before meeting up
with your new group of mates and get excited for
adventures yet to come.

DAY 2 - DISCOVER JOHANNESBURG

+ JOHANNESBURG This morning we’re off to
explore the town of Soweto to learn about the
tumultuous history of the area. Diving deeper into
South Africa’s history of struggle we’ll visit the
beautifully designed Apartheid Museum or Mandela’s
House depending on availability. We’ll head out later
for some drinks at the best watering holes around.

DAY 3 - TRAVEL TO GRASKOP VIA
THE PANORAMA ROUTE

- GRASKOP We’ll depart early towards Kruger
National park, making our way along the famous
Panorama Route to see some of Africa’s most
unique landscapes before checking in to our
accommodation.

DAY 4 - KRUGER NATIONAL PARK

- KRUGER NATIONAL PARK After breakfast we’'ll
be on our way to Kruger National Park, hopefully
getting our first glimpses at wildlife as we head to
our unique accommodations. Along with stunning
views, your neighbours may be more wild than
expected. Tonight, we enjoy a traditional Potjie,

a South African dish that is traditionally cooked
outdoors in a cast iron cauldron.

DAY 5 - EXPLORE THE KRUGER!

- KRUGER NATIONAL PARK Today it’s time to tick
off that bucket list with an open vehicle game drive
through Kruger National Park! Have your camera
ready whilst looking out for prides of lions, herds of
elephants, solitary leopards, rhinos, and masses of
buffalo, all with experienced guides who’ll make sure
we have the best experience possible. Tonight, our
guide will give us an explanation of the history of our
dinner, known as braai; a traditional South African
BBQ before we spend the night gazing up at an
infinite, starry sky.

DAY 6 - TRAVEL TO ESWATINI

« HLANE NATIONAL PARK The tiny landlocked
nation of Eswatini awaits as we cross the border to
enter Hlane Royal National Park, a protected area
teeming with wildlife and diverse Swazi ecosystems.
Didn’t spot your favourite animals yesterday? No
worries! This afternoon we have another chance

to spot unique fauna on a sunset game drive. The
grasslands will turn golden as the sun dwindles, and
tonight we’ll gather around the campfire and if we're
lucky, we will be able to watch rangers perform their
traditional style of Swazi singing complete with drums
and whistles.

DAY 7 - LOCAL WAY OF LIFE

« ZULULAND Today we re-enter South Africa

and continue south towards Pongolapoort Nature
Reserve, taking in the breathtaking views. Then
prepare for an unforgettable visit to a local village!
We'll explore traditional life, visit a creche and enjoy
an exhilarating Zulu dance. As the sun sets, we’ll
feast on a delicious braai and end the night with
games around the camp fire.
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DAY 8 - COASTAL TOWNS

« BLYTHEDALE This morning we’ll visit a local Zulu
village before heading to the coast, checking in to
our beach lodge. This afternoon we’ll chill on the
beach or relax by the pool. Tonight we’ll indulge in
Bunny Chow, a South African fast food dish that’s
essentially a loaf of bread filled with curry. A must try!

DAY 9 - TABLE MOUNTAIN

- CAPE TOWN We're off early this morning to catch
our short flight to Cape Town. Sandwiched between
the slopes of Table Mountain and the glistening
sapphire waters of Table Bay, this scenic city boasts
vibrant nightlife, extraordinary architecture, world-
class beaches, quirky cosmopolitan flair, and more.
This afternoon we rise to the heavens as we summit
the iconic Table Mountain (weather dependent,
alternate activity in Winter). Crisp air accompanies
dramatic scenic views, earning Table Mountain its
title as one of the New 7 Wonders of Nature, and
we’ll soak up a stunning scenes over the majestic
natural amphitheatre. This evening we’ll make our
way to the V&A Waterfront to stroll, shop and take in
the views.

DAY 10 - EXPLORE CAPE TOWN

- CAPE TOWN Today we’re off on a walking tour

of Bo-Kaap, a neighbourhood known for its brightly
coloured houses, the oldest mosque in South Africa,
and spicy Cape Malay cuisine. After stretching

our legs we’ll continue exploring with a drive past
the Houses of Parliament, the City Hall, District 6
Museum, Slave Lodge, The Castle, and Cape Town
Stadium. We’ll end the day sipping on a cocktail
whilst watching the sun sink below the horizon,
ending another brilliant day in South Africa.

DAY 11 - CAPE PENINSULA TOUR

« CAPE TOWN Get ready for a full day adventure
around the dramatic Cape Peninsula to exploring
beaches and sheer cliffs that drop into the Atlantic.
We’ll stop in the gorgeous fishing town of Hout Bay
for a cruise that will get us up close and personal
with a thousand-strong colony of wild fur seals,
basking unbothered in our presence. We'll also
discover Chapman’s Peak, the Cape of Good Hope
Nature Reserve, and hang out with a colony of wild
African penguins on Boulders beach. Tonight we’ll
have our farewell in a cool funky restaurant!

DAY 12 - CHECK OUT & ONWARD
TRAVEL

« CAPE TOWN Time to bid farewell as our 12 day
African adventure comes to an end. You can either
check out and journey home, stay on longer in Cape
Town or continue your travels in Africa. If you need
any assistance planning onward travel, we’re more
than happy to help!

ARRIVAL INFORMATION

It's best to arrive on the actual start date, as
that’'s when most people get in. While there are
no activities on the first day, the group usually
meets up for dinner around 7pm. If you do arrive
early, we’ll still pick you up from the airport if
you’re staying at our accommodation. Check in is
from 2pm. You can book and pay for extra nights
accommodation in the Manage My Booking area.

AFTER SOUTH AFRICA ADVENTURE

South Africa Adventure finishes in Cape Town,
which has its own international airport. If you plan
to leave straight after the trip we’d recommend
flying out of Cape Town International (so fly

into Johannesburg, and out of Cape Town if
possible for this tour). If you need to return to
Johannesburg straight after the trip, please be
aware you will have to fly from Cape Town to O.R.
Tambo International in Johannesburg. The flight
is approx. 2 hours, so we would recommend
booking any return flights out of Johannesburg
after 3pm on day 12 at the earliest.

Your group leader can help with any other
onward travel options within South Africa.

VISAS

Passport holders from UK, Australia, Canada,
Denmark, New Zealand, Sweden, Norway,
Finland, and some other select countries are

not required to have a visa when entering South
Africa for an intended stay of 90 days or less.
Citizens of other countries are required to obtain
a Visitor’s Visa, but it's always best to check with
your government for official travel advice.

TRAVEL INSURANCE

Travel insurance for South Africa is compulsory
to join our trip. Your group leader will ask to see
proof of your cover before your trip begins. You
can organise travel insurance here.

WHILE I'M AWAY?

We recommend getting a travel currency card through
Wise. You can use the Wise card almost everywhere and
withdraw cash and use it with Google or Apple Pay. If you
transfer your money into the local currency, you can avoid
paying foreign exchange fees when you use the card.
There are ATM’s available throughout South Africa and
some places only accept cash.

IS TIPPING EXPECTED ON THIS TRIP?

There is no requirement to tip on any INTRO trip. However
there is a big tipping culture in South Africa, and it is
customary and expected that you tip a small amount in
most places including bars and restaurants. While we
cover all of our local suppliers wages and expenses it

is customary for group members to offer a tip to drivers
and local guides on South Africa Adventure, if you feel
you’ve had good service. Your group leader can provide
more detail on how you can contribute and suggested tip
amounts whilst on tour if you feel comfortable doing so.
