- PHNOM PENH Country hopping from Vietnam to
Cambodia via bus, we’ll cross the border and arrive into

visit to the S21 Prison, and the Killing Fields.

AFTER EPIC ASIA

including extra nights in Siem Reap and
airport transfers. It will take around 1 hour -
90 minutes to get to Siem Reap Airport and
will cost around $15 USD.

VISAS

It's important to check your visa
requirements before arriving in South East
Asia.

Please refer to our FAQ page for all up to
date visa information for Thailand, Vietnam
& Cambodia.

When passing over the border from
Vietnam into Cambodia, visas costs are not
included in the price of your trip. The visa
on arrival for Cambodia for a maximum of
30 days costs approx. $45 USD and will be
payable in cash on day 12 of your trip.

Please note that while the above
information is currently accurate, visa rules
can often change so it’s always best to
check before departing.

TRAVEL INSURANCE

Travel insurance for Thailand, Vietnam and
Cambodia is compulsory to join Epic Asia.
Your group leader will ask to see proof of
your cover.
